Subject: Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Share
Program

Effective Date: June 1, 2015

Purpose:

The purpose of this Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Sharing Program (the “Program”) is to assist
homeowners in minimizing house and property flooding due to sanitary sewer surcharges by
addressing the condition of the private sewer lateral, through full lining or complete
replacement, or overhead plumbing or other approved sewer backflow-preventing devices.

Statement of Practice:

The City Council, in its legislative discretion, has determined that the best interests of the City
and its residents will be served by providing financial incentives to owners of single-family
homes to rehabilitate sanitary sewer lateral lines or to install sewer backflow-prevention
devices.

The Director of Public Works is hereby authorized and directed to implement all necessary rules
and procedures to ensure the efficient and fair distribution of Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost
Sharing reimbursements pursuant to this Program, as it may be amended from time-to-time;
provided, however, that applicants for, and recipients of, Program reimbursements, will be
subject to each of the following conditions:

A. Program eligibility is limited to the owners of single-family residential structures located
within the corporate limits of the City.

B. Only sanitary sewer private lateral lines, owned and maintained by single-family
residential property owners, are eligible for Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Sharing.

C. Each single-family residential property is eligible to participate only once in the
Program.

D. The Program is a stand-alone program requiring a building permit and inspection of
existing private sanitary and storm sewer laterals, in accordance with City Code
requirements. Further, the City will conduct a dye test for cross-connection between
storm sewer and sanitary sewer systems on any property seeking to participate in the
Program. If any cross-connection is found, whether storm sewer discharging into private
sanitary sewer lateral or vice-versa, the property owners will be required to remove the
cross-connection by installing separate discharge lines for storm and sanitary sewer
laterals. Upon approval of the disconnect and issuance of a building permit, the applicant
will be considered for Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Sharing.
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E. All applicants shall submit to the Director of Public Works two sets of certified plans
prepared by a State of Illinois licensed engineer, or an Illinois Licensed Plumbing
Contractor, together with a cost estimate, good for no less than 90 days, for all work
related to: (1) complete or partial sewer lining; (2) full or partial replacement or
rehabilitation of an existing single-family home's sewer lateral; or (3) an overhead
plumbing system or other approved sewer backflow-prevention devices. All
improvements are to be completed in a manner consistent with the provisions and
regulations of all applicable state and local plumbing codes, and such plans and cost
estimate shall be subject to the review and approval of the Director of Public Works, or
his or her designee, prior to approval of the applicant for participation in the Program.

F. Program reimbursements will be awarded in an amount equal to 20% of the
improvement costs or $1,260, whichever is less, per property. No applicant will be
approved for participation in the Program prior to submission by the applicant, and
approval by the Director of Public Works or his or her designee, of verification of the
estimated costs to be paid by the applicant for the work related to the sanitary sewer
lateral improvements.

G. The Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Sharing Program reimbursements will be awarded on
a first-come, first-served basis to eligible applicants, at the discretion of the Director of
Public Works in accordance with the Program, and to the extent that budgeted funds
remain available. Voluntary Sewer Lateral Cost Sharing Program reimbursements shall
only be awarded up to, but not beyond, the amount budgeted each year and approved by
City Council.

H. Program participants will be paid with a one-time reimbursement based upon costs
actually incurred, and in an amount not exceeding the preliminary amount awarded
pursuant to Section F, but only after the recipient has (i) obtained all necessary approvals
required under the City Code, (ii) completed all work identified in the approved
application, (iii) submitted lien waivers from all contractors, subcontractors, and material
men for all of the approved work, and (iv) verification of the amount actually paid by the
applicant for the work.

Implementation:

All Department of Public Works policies, procedures, and practices are to serve as a supplement
to City of Highland Park regulations. The City Manager is authorized to resolve any conflict or
inconsistency between language in this directive and in any other law, regulation, or directive
of, or issued by, the City of Highland Park.
